REASON FOR CHANGE: Under Article 9. Section 5, rule 1.A, on page 47, it states all technical and

safety rules are the responsibility of the handler. The handler is also responsible for having the proper
ools for tech and to make sure the engine is sealed properly. It is the handler’s responsibility to be in

liance with the rules. The engine and parts are either legal or illegal. Legal parts should not be
ted. The following or an of the following could be included in the rule to make

clarification: “Ifany teched or claimed Honda engine. block or part is deemed to be legal but over
maximum wear limits in one or more spots but is under maximum wear limits in other spots, the handler

and/or claiming party has the option to either keep the engine, block or part or allow it to be confiscated
and destroyed. The claiming party has the option to accept the engine or to void the claim with no
financial penalty. If the handler or claiming party keeps the engine, block or part that is over the

maximum wear limits in one or more spots but is under the maximum wear limits in other spots they
understand that continued use of the engine, block or part may result in the engine being illegal and a

suspension per suspension rules.”
